The very first step in uplevelling a sentence is making sure that it has all
of the punctuation it needs, such as:

Emma and Frank went to London.
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Expanded Noun Phrases

An expanded noun phrase provides extra information about the noun.
You can use adjectives to give more information within your sentences,
such as:

the gigantic, ferocious lion

some kind, helpful children

. three elegant, white swans
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Linking Words

Linking words help you to add extra detail to your sentence, such as:

Emily wanted a pet elephant because she thought
they were really interesting.

I will be late home if I stand talking for much longer.
